The Induction takes place following the Nicene Creed during the Liturgy of the Word immediately preceding the Peace. 

Celebration of a Deacon’s New Ministry  

The Induction

The Rector and Wardens, standing before the Archdeacon, with the new deacon, (preferably in the center so everyone has a good view) say:

Archdeacon Gen, we have come together today to welcome Deacon (name) who has been chosen to serve as Deacon in the Church.

The Archdeacon tells the congregation about the ministry of the deacon and may read the letter of assignment.
After telling the congregation about the deacon's ministry and possibly reading the letter of assignment, then the archdeacon says
